Sub:-Request to continue membership deductions-Regarding.

The Assistant Commissioner (Admn), NVS (Hyd) instructed the Principals of all Hyderabad region schools vide a letter dated 02-03-2016 to refund the subscription of the employees to settle the ‘liability’ by 31-03-16. It is learnt from the letter that A.C. (Fin) raised an objection to the subscriptions kept in the vidyalaya account due to delay in the process of recognition of the union.

Firstly, we are in darkness as to the nature of the instructions of the A.C. (Fin). We would like to know if the AC (Admn) has received any written instructions from the A.C. (Fin). We would also like to know whether A.C. (Fin) was in receipt of any written instructions from the Deputy Commissioner (Admn) and the Commissioner before directing AC (Admn) to refund the contributions. We wonder if they do not know that refunding subscriptions to the members is not just delaying the recognition exercise but hurting the staff. 

In the light of the above circular, we are sorry to bring to your attention that many officers of NVS have not gone through the CCS (RSA) Rules – 1993 till date and have been causing a lot confusion with unwarranted circulars with misinterpretations. It all started from the very beginning three years when the exercise of association recognition was started. Firstly, no time schedule was given to complete the exercise.  NVS should take the blame for running the exercise for over three years. Such delays have no precedence in other organisations. This allowed the contributions to lie in the bank accounts of the vidyalayas for 2 years. When the subscriptions were kept in vidyalaya’s accounts without any action, we see no reason why they should not continue to lie there for another few months till the headquarters concludes the exercise.

Secondly, NVS has shown the claims of ‘two groups’ with the same name and registration number as an excuse for the delay. It should have resolved this issue when we applied for recognition itself instead of dragging the exercise for years and years. Till date it has not called for a meeting with our representatives to settle the problem across the table. When Shri T.P.Mani’s claims of 10,000 membership fell drastically short of what his group was finally able to submit (less than 1% of the total membership of the total number of employees), NVS should have ignored his request for recognition and granted our association the recognition. Instead it sought letters from the District Registrar General, Kottayam, who took some time to respond but was finally to settle the dispute. 

Thirdly, according to CCS (RSA) Rules 1993 the authenticity   of the membership is checked as per pay rolls and subscription of the individuals from the salaries. Now by asking the principals to refund the subscriptions, NVS seem to suggest it is not interested in recognising the associations. Before issuing any such circulars, NVS should have talked to the associations which have taken pains to get its members submit their membership forms and authorisation letters, besides corresponding to it from time to time. Now disregarding the associations and the plea of their members does not speak well of the management’s sincerity in the whole exercise.

We are also sorry to note that NVS has little regard for internal democracy. By stalling the subscriptions due for the associations for over three years, it has tried its best to cripple their functioning and their efforts to bring the problems of the staff to its attention for redressal. This only speaks of its adherence to its age-old autocratic and undemocratic attitude.

In spite of our fears and worst suspicions, we believe that good sense prevails in NVS management. We appeal to the Commissioner to open the doors of democracy for discussion to the representatives of the associations claiming for recognition to clear the stalemate created by its own the inaction and create an ambience of goodwill between the management and the staff. Returning the subscriptions to the members without even intimating the stake holding associations after 3 years is grossly insulting staff who have been waiting hopefully for the recognition of their associations as per CCS (RSA) Rules - 1993.
