    MINUTES OF MEETING OF ANDHRA PRADESH & TELANGANA

State level meeting of both Telangana and Andhra Pradesh states was held on 07.09.2014 in U.T.F. Office (Chennupati Bhavan) at Vijayawada. 42 delegates from all the Schools of A.P & T.S have actively participated in this meeting. Shri. L.B. REDDY, General Secretary, was the chief guest of the day. The meeting was presided over by Dr. M.VENUGOPAL, TGT Tel, JNV,Nellore. 

While addressing Shri. L.B. REDDY has appraised the participants on different issues taken up by CEC, AINVSA and its efforts to get our legitimate demands fulfilled. At the outset he congratulated all the unit members who actively participated on the Protest Day and made the programme a grand success. He has presented the following information to enlighten the participants regarding the activities taken up by CEC and their status. 

i. He explained in detail the pension case in Supreme Court and told that the final arguments in S.C. are over and judgment is kept in reserve by S.C, he also optimistically mentioned that the judgment is in our favour.

ii. It is also informed about the formation of Women Forum at CEC level and requested to form State forums for women and wished for active participation of lady staff in union activities.

iii. The participants are further briefed   about the progress of recognition procedure. It is told that NVS HQRS has taken up the process of recognition and it is going on. It is also said that around 80% of staff have given their consent for salary deductions towards recognition process, which was a good sign indeed.  He further requested the staff of all units to be ready for any kind of sacrifice to get recognition.

iv.   Information is given that 10% special allowance for non-teaching staff is under active consideration of both NVS & HRD.

v.  Participants are informed that CEC, AINVSA has filed a case in Delhi CAT on MOD and hearings are going on .we have to wait for the judgment. Another case regarding MACPS is also filed in Delhi CAT and pay commission is also positive towards it.

vi.   CEC, AINSA has submitted its proposals to 7th pay commission which has been already posted in the website. The management also wrote DO letter to pay commission and had a fruitful discussion with pay commission about our proposals.

vii.  It is decided by CEC, AINVSA to hold NATIONAL CONFERENCE OF AINVSA on 23rd& 24TH of November at Hyderabad by inviting all eminent personalities to seek their support for our genuine cause. 
viii. It is further informed to the participants to raise funds for the conference by finding suitable donors. Each unit has to raise 1 lakh rupees for the conduct of the conference. Receipt books will be supplied to the units by SECs.

ix. It is proposed to form various committees for the successful & prestigious conduct of the Conference where every individual’s contribution is highly solicited.

x. The participants unanimously decided to have regular meetings of staff in the unit level to discuss about the welfare measures on every first Saturday and a report must be sent to state general secretaries.It is also decided to have regular meetings at state level to discuss on various issues and act accordingly.

xi. All the JNV unit staff are requested to elect strong school units with its members to take part actively in all AINVSA related activities. Those who can spare their valuable time and ready for little sacrifices for the welfare of our fraternity can be elected as it is the need of the hour.

xii. A collective decision of one of the office bearers of the unit to attend & organize the unit elections in their neighboring school has been unanimously accepted and the SEC will direct the units suitably. 

xiii. For effective communication between the organizers and the units it is suggested to have e-mail IDs for each unit like ainvsanellore@gmail.com .Which has to be created and maintained immediately. 

xiv. One participant from each vidyalaya was given an opportunity to speak on their contribution to strengthen AINVSA. All the unit representatives assured their continued support all the time in its forth coming struggle.
Active participation and contribution of CEC & SEC members is sought as it is the need of the hour. The participants are motivated not to get demoralized for the delay in getting our demands resolved but unitedly we must continue our fight till we achieve our demands. It is further emphasized that we should stand strong and united in our tireless efforts to make the authorities realize that what we demand for are our legitimate dues. 

Shri B.Nageswar Rao M.L.C of A.P. state legislative council graced the occasion as the guest of honour and addressed the participants. His kind self has assured all time support to our cause.  
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
