To all CEC/SEC & Vidyalaya Units
Dear friends,

1. Observation of January 3 as Women Teachers’ and Girl Child Education Day: Savitribai Phule was the first female teacher of the first women’s school in India. She fought against the totalitarianism of caste and other social evils in India. Though, she was formerly uneducated, she was encouraged, motivated by Mahatma Jotiba Phule, her husband, to study. Later on she became the first lady teacher of school started by her husband. 
Savitribai was subject to intense harassment everyday as she walked to the school. Stones, mud and dirt were flung at her as she passed. But she faced everything bravely.

Savitribai Phule started ‘Mahila Seva Mandal’ in 1852, which worked for creating awareness among women about their rights, dignity of life and other social issues. In spite of great threats to her life, she went on to organise a successful barbers’ strike in Mumbai and Pune against the prevailing practice of shaving of windows’ heads.

During the 1876 to 1898 famines, Savitribai Phule worked courageously and nursed the plague-stricken people.  She too got infected and died while she was nursing a plague-affected child.

The Women Teachers wing of STFI has recently resolved to appeal to request the government of India to declare her birthday on January 3 as Women Teachers and Girl Child Education Day. AINVSA also supports this demand and requests all vidyalaya units to celebrate her birthday and honour the women teachers and propagate the importance of educating girl children on a par with boys.

2. Fight for 10% Special Allowance: The National Joint Council of Action led by Shri Shiva Gopal Mishra, Convener, has incorporated our demand for restoration of 10% special allowance [Charter of demands – 16 (q)] in its representation to the Cabinet Secretary, Government of India. No demand of the Navodaya Vidyalaya staff has ever been supported and incorporated in the charter of demands submitted by a central government organization before. The Association is happy that the delegation led by Shri Jagdish Rai and Shri L.B.Reddy has succeeded in convincing the NJCA the rationality behind restoring the allowance that has been granted to us after a decade-long sustained agitation.

But our agitation should continue till the Ministry heeds to our request. The Association is equally sincere about demanding the HRD for extension of the demand for the non-teaching staff also. The teaching staff should support their cause without 
a second thought. The Association appeals to them not to give up hope and fight hard till their justified demand is achieved.
3. Appeal for raising funds: The Association has been facing severe financial crunch for over two years. From the subscriptions deducted from the pay rolls not a single penny has been deposited in the account of the Association. The money raised by the Andhra Pradesh and Telangana associations has been used by the CEC to send 4 delegations to Delhi in the current year and represent our issues – the number one demand being the recognition of the association. Had NVS been sympathetic to the staff that has given a telling mandate to the Association and recognized the Association, there would never have been a need to make this appeal to the vidyalaya units. The members should sympathetically understand that going to Delhi and staying there for 5-6 days is not possible without financial support from the members. They should also take into consideration the valuable leaves sacrificed by the CEC and SEC members that visit Delhi.  The efforts of the Association have now come to a halt as the funds have totally exhausted. The CEC has time and again appealed to many SECs to lead delegations to Delhi and lessen the burden of CEC but the response is not encouraging.

Hence, the CEC appeal to all the vidyalaya unit members to contribute 100 rupees each and deposit the amount in the Association account. The details are given below for your information.
