Sub: Call for Dharna at NVS Hq at Noida on Wednesday, 22nd April 2015 to protest the apathy of Samiti in according recognition to AINVSA-REG.

Sir

We deeply regret to inform you that in spite of all out efforts from the side of AINVSA, Navodaya Vidyalaya Samiti has failed to evolve a joint mechanism to consider and address the demands of staff with representatives of staff associations. Following the directive issued by the Addl. Secretary (School Education and Literacy), in the meeting held on 09.02.2013 with JAC representatives under her chairpersonship - to evolve a joint mechanism to consider and address the demands of staff with representatives of staff associations, AINVSA formally placed its request for recognition with the NVS vide its letter F .No: AINVSACEC-/2012-13/16-1 dated 9/5/2013.  AINVSA has represented to NVS repeatedly during the last twenty one months, but Samiti has been non enthusiastic to expedite the process of recognition.  In spite of overwhelming allegiance of majority of staff to AINVSA and submission of records to that effect with NVS, nothing has materialized so far. 

Even after an anniversary of adoption of CCA (RSA) Rules 1993, NVS failed to accord recognition, in spite of repeated representations, by citing lame excuses. The employees of Samiti are aggrieved a lot and needs a credible platform through which their genuine grievances can be brought up for discussion and solutions can be amicably chalked out.  The tepid attitude being shown by Samiti drives the staff into despair as they lose hopes of their genuine grievances sorted out.

AINVSA has been patiently pleading with Samiti for recognition since its inception and hoped that the adoption of CCA (RSA) Rules1993 as a harbinger of good days to come.  But once again Samiti has shown its lackluster attitude by dragging its feet on the process of recognition by not prescribing any time bound action plan. In the absence of time bound programme, the whole process got derailed. 

Overwhelming majority of both the teaching and non-teaching staff from Vidyalayas across the nation have submitted their enrolment forms and authorization letters for subscription to their respective Principals (DDO`s) a long time ago. Now the onus lies with Samiti for streamlining of collection of subscription through the Principals according to the established norms. By citing technical issues which should have been sorted out at the level of DDOs, Samiti should not drag its feet on the process of recognition as it would leave a negative message among the staff about the sincerity of Samiti to solve our genuine grievances. 

Even the endorsements of AINVSA’S pleas for recognition by the members of Parliament and central ministers, who were interested in evolving democratic norms within Samiti, were not heeded to.   

We have been pleading with Samiti within all the possible democratic means available to us.  No other staff association might have been compelled to represent these many times as AINVSA did for getting recognized in spite of fulfilling the criteria for recognition. But the response has always remained non enthusiastic.

Samiti’s failure to accord recognition in spite of AINVSA’S repeated earnest pleas leaves us with no other option but to protest the apathy of Samiti. AINVSA CEC has decided to call for staging a Dharna at NVS Headquarters at Noida on Wednesday, 22nd April 2015 to protest the apathy of Samiti in according recognition to AINVSA. This may be treated as a notice.
