Sub: Ensuring better facilities at training centres. Regarding.
Respected Sir

Of late Navodaya Vidyalaya Samiti has been conducting training programmes in some selected vidylayas in addition to the ones conducted at NLIs.  AINVSA would like to bring to your attention certain areas which should be looked after when teacher training programmes are conducted in this fashion.

1. Some of the trainees are 50+ and suffer from certain ailments. They require western toilets as the Indian style toilets are inconvenient to them. 

2. The doors of toilets and bathrooms are usually damaged by the students.  When they are not repaired properly, the teachers, who are put up in the dormitories, will be put to great inconvenience and embarrassment.

3. The teachers carry cash and some important gadgets like laptops, mobiles. There is no proper safety to their personal belongings in the student dormitories.

4. There should be a generator facility to meet any unexpected and untimely power cuts. The disruption of power supply will be highly disturbing during night times.
5. Some of the trainees also need hot water facilities. In the vidyalayas selected as training centres, such facilities may be absent.

6. The lady teachers need privacy which the dormitories cannot provide.

7. The mattresses, pillows, bed sheets etc that are provided are mostly used ones. It is complained that they are not in usable condition. The schools too are helpless as they have no special budgets to provide separate bedding material for the trainees.

8. The trainees need to be arranged television and newspapers to keep them entertained and informed.
9. Access to internet has become another basic need these days. This need should also be attended as the trainees may need to book their tickets online or communicate to their families by email.

AINVSA believes that vidyalayas are not better equipped to provide comfortable accommodation to the trainees.  NVS which takes care of the comfortable stay of Principals and vice-principals by advance booking rooms in premier hotels in cities for their conferences should also give some attention to the comfortable stay of teachers since the teacher training programmes are longer and some of the teachers are senior enough to be promoted to the ranks of vice-principals. In the absence of better accommodation at vidyalaya level it is better to conduct all the training programmes at NLIs only.
