Respected Sir

Due to the abnormal delay in transfers, the staff have been put to indescribable inconvenience as they could not be relieved in time to resume work in their new stations. This is going to cause some disturbance in the normal functioning of the vidyalayas in July.

Staff like librarians, PGTs in Physics, Chemistry, Biology etc. could not be relieved for want of their counterparts joining in time to take over the charges. Some are getting themselves relieved on condition that they will come back and handover the stock to the new incumbents in a couple of weeks. In fact, it is the serious business of NVS to facilitate the teachers for a smooth transition by giving them enough time. But such serious job of handing over the stock is made the entirely the individual headache of the teachers. The transferred teachers are forced to spend money for travelling back to the old JNV and also lose some of their precious casual/earned leaves.

The Association appeals to the Commissioner to consider the practical problems of the staff in handing over the stocks before joining their new stations and decide on the number of days required for the job. The staff may be granted TA & DA while attending this work. As many teachers have been transferred to the districts in the neighborhood, it doesn’t cost much to the coffers of the NVS. 

It is very rational to grant travel and leave benefits to the teachers as their stock-handing over takes a few days. It is pertinent to note that the staff have already been deprived of their transfer benefits in spite of completing the long mandatory tenure as per the NVS transfer policy. The staff will be highly obliged to the Commissioner for a favourable consideration of their problem.
