Respected Sir
The teaching and non-teaching staff are heart-broken at the recently submitted recommendations of the VIICPC to the Hon’ble Finance Minister.
They have completely set aside all our important demands like:

i) Substantial hike in the pay

ii) Raising the 10% special allowance

iii) Granting special allowance to the non-teaching staff

iv) Recommending MACPS to the teaching staff

v) Recommending old pension scheme to all staff

vi) Withdrawing the new Pension Policy

vii) Enhancing all allowances
We were happy that NVS management also supported some of the above demands and submitted a representation to the VIICPC.

However, the report which has been made public recently has disappointed every employee of Navodaya Vidyalaya Samiti.
The VII CPC has not made any suggestion to the Government of India in favour of the old pension scheme and against the new Pension scheme. It overlooked the 10% special allowance granted to the teaching staff and made no recommendation to continue it. It did not recognise the fact that 10% special allowance is special benefit that the staff have achieved after many years of prolonged democratic appeals and struggle. To see it go with one pen stroke is really heart breaking. The VII CPC has withdrawn benefits like festival advances and vehicle advances and put a damper on the festival celebrations of Group D employees, especially. 
In the background of the complete apathy to the demands of the teaching and non-teaching employees in the VII CPC report, the AINVSA appeals to all vidyalaya units to join the other central government employees who are protesting on 27-11-2015 against the retrograde recommendations and show their dissent against the recommendations and solidarity with their agitating brethren. On this day, the staff will attend their routine duties from morning till evening but display black badges, a peaceful and democratic form of protest. In the lunch hours they will gather at the vidyalaya gate and raise slogans against the VIICPC’s report. They do not hamper or try to hamper any routine of the school.
