We humbly express our heartfelt thanks for the sincere efforts being put out to bring about a meaningful resolution to the crisis that the staff fear to face post retirement.

AINVSA CEC would like to express its gratitude for the genuine desire and efforts that are being demonstrated by Samiti to address the needs of the staff.
We also seek your appointment to bring into your notice certain pending grievances of the staff so that the same too are resolved.
