Sub: Representation of teachers in JCM –regarding.

It is a matter of serious concern that a premier body like JCM set up by DOPT, which is headed by the Hon’ble Prime Minister of India himself, has ignored the representation of a teacher member in it for nearly 5 decades. As a result teachers who prepare the future citizens of our country have been left with no proper platform to address their legitimate grievances. AINVSA, being the sole representative of teaching and non-teaching staff working in Navodaya Vidyalaya Samiti, would like to bring to your attention this serious lapse for your consideration and necessary action.

The JCM has its representatives from different organisations of the Central Government. This has provided these Central Government organizations a platform to give vent to their grievances appeal to the government of India for a suitable remedial action and also get their rights protected. But for reasons not known, such premier body has ignored the teaching community for decades.

The Kothari Commission has aptly remarked that the future of our country is built in our classrooms.  The healthy development of any country depends on the healthy nurturing of its citizen into responsive and responsible citizens who should suitably trained to meet the challenges they are likely to face in future. The teachers enjoy this rarest privilege of nurturing the future citizen. The teachers who shoulder such noble responsibility should be given representation in JCM.

Many of the genuine concerns of the teachers are not getting their due attention for decades as they are a sidelined community by the Central Government. This is evident from the fact that the interests of teachers are not given due care when policies are made. The extension of MACPS to all central government employees barring teachers is a great example to prove this point. Thus, being marginalized in decision-making, the teachers working in Central Government and its autonomous organizations have been subjected to discriminatory treatment for many years. Despite the appreciation of their roles by all Pay Commissions set up by the Government of India, they have lost one benefit after another as shown below:
1. The teachers working in Navodaya Vidyalayas and Kendriya Vidyalayas have not been extended with MACPS benefits for no fault of theirs.

2. They have lost the Earned Leave facility which was extended to them as a special case benefit during Smt. Indira Gandhi’s tenure as the Prime Minister.

3. The 8 casual leaves they have been granted are not adequate enough as they spend 24X7 hours in the service of their students unlike their counterparts in KVS.

4. The extension of HP leaves in lieu of Earned Leave puts them to lot of inconvenience when they seek to avail them.

Hence, we appeal to you to provide the teaching community its due importance by nominating a teacher to its body and honour their concerns in the best interest of the nation.
