Sub:-Appeal to support the legitimate democratic demands of Navodaya staff-Regarding.
Respected Sir

1. Introduction: Navodaya Vidyalayas were set up over three decades ago to provide quality education and empower selected talented children from rural areas. They are co-educational and residential. They are mostly located in rural areas. Lakhs of students have successfully completed their schooling with distinction from these vidyalayas and are rendering their services to the nation as teachers, doctors, engineers, software and management professionals, architects, IPS and IAS officers, etc. 

2. Yeoman services of Staff not recognized: The teaching and non-teaching staff who have been the pillar strength of the organization now remain a neglected lot as their genuine grievances received nobody’s attention. Neither the HRD Ministry under whose auspices the vidyalayas function nor Navodaya Vidyalaya Samiti which runs the schools and is supposed to look after the concerns and welfare of the staff has paid them their due attention.

The staff live a segregated life as they work in far-off places. They have no defined working hours. It is no exaggeration to say that they work 24X7 hours.  They do not enjoy the benefits like the CCS pension, special allowances and financial up gradation benefits etc. The teaching and non-teaching are discriminated in matters of benefits. The problems are too many to be enumerated here. In spite of 30 years of its existence, NVS remains autocratic in its functioning and has not given a platform for the democratic discussion of the problems of the staff by recognising the service associations.

3. Strike by NVS staff: When their repeated representation on their genuine issues evoked no positive action from NVS, the teaching and non-teaching staff went on 10 day historic nation-wide strike from 06-02-2013 to 15-02-2013. Shri Sashi Tharoor, former MOS for HRD, intervened and the strike was called off after the staff had been assured of time bound consideration of their demands. Till date none demands for which the strikers have lost 10 days salary have been fulfilled by NVS. 

4. Adoption of CCS (RSA) Rules 1993:  Bowing to the popular demand of the staff, the Commissioner, NVS announced the decision to adopt CCS (Recognition of Service Associations) Rules 1993 on 19-02-2014. But the half-hearted approach of NVS is clear from the way it began the exercise. Unlike other organisations NVS has not announced any time schedule for the completion of the exercise. Due to this serious lapse, some regional offices delayed the exercise, interpreted the CCS (RSA) Rules 1993 as they pleased and created confusion. Even after more than one year of the beginning of the exercise, NVS Headquarters is still making no serious effort to wind up the recognition exercise. The most regrettable thing is it has not corresponded with the associations even once on the recognition issue after the initial notification. It has not sought for their nominees to make the exercise transparent and expedite it. 

5. Application of AINVSA: AINVSA has applied for recognition 13.03.2014 and submitted all the documents as required by NVS. The thousands of its members have given their authorizations as per CCS (RSA) Rules 1993. The vidyalaya unit President/Secretary have certified their membership. The subscriptions are being deducted from the pay-rolls of the staff. All Regional Offices submitted the data of membership of each association to the Headquarters by December 2014.  As per the information available with us, 67% of the total number of employees have given their declaration as the members of AINVSA while the rest of the associations have received less than 1% of membership. However, the subscription fee has not been remitted to the bank account of the Association in spite of our pleas. Due to the inaction of NVS, the Association has suffered severe shortage of funds and its functioning has been severely crippled. 

6. Respect rich traditions of Indian democracy: AINVSA, as the only true representative of the teaching and non-teaching staff demands NVS to respect the rich democratic tradition of our country. It demands NVS to give them space to voice their concerns. It says that the staff detest being treated like dumb cows. It believes that the only way before NVS to realize its objectives is to seek the cooperation of the staff by attending to their concerns and yielding to their democratic right to represent them through service associations. It opposes the delaying tactics adapted by NVS vehemently. 

7. Dharna: As AINVSA’S repeated appeals have evoked no response from NVS it has given a call for a dharna at NVS headquarters on 22nd April 2015. Over 1000 teaching and non-teaching staff across the country are reaching Delhi to participate in it. On this occasion it seeks the support of all the like-minded people, their counterparts in other organisations, intellectuals, associations, organizations, trade union leaders, members of parliament cutting across barriers of parties and political parties that believe in democracy to support its demand for its recognition. It humbly appeals to one and all to strengthen its hand by extending your support. Join hands with the teaching and non-teaching staff of NVS, victims of negligence and indifference.
