Sub: Saving the librarians from huge monetary losses
Respected Sir

The plight of librarians in JNVs has become quite pathetic and almost all of them are put to great financial loss as huge amounts ranging from 25,000 to 75,000 are being recovered for the missing books. The Association requests the Commissioner to attend to this problem urgently and initiate a consolatory action.

Since the beginnings the librarians have been facing innumerable problems and the shelves stacked with colourful books hardly tell us how their custodians struggle to maintain the stocks that are exposed to all, more so to the mischievous children. In the beginning libraries were run in temporary sheds in temporary sites with furniture that was hardly enough to safeguard the volumes of books reaching the vidyalaya day after day. Later schools were shifted to permanent sites and the number of books have also increased by leaps and bounds. In addition to the books for reading and reference, magazines and newspapers, the librarians were also given the additional responsibility of receiving textbooks and distributing them to the students at the beginning of the academic year and collecting them back at the end of the academic year. In addition to the professional burden, the librarians have been given supervisory study hours, leaving them very little time to manage and streamline their routine work and the stock.

The books have also grown older with years. In almost all schools across the country there are a good number of books which are unusable and undistributable. As many libraries do not have windows with mesh for the library room, some students have exploited the situation to steal books from the library. Even today, it is very difficult to keep an eye on the children as they will always have a way of their own to steal books of their choice. There are not enough store rooms for the library. Years of experience has shown that the present library rooms hardly cater to the growing needs of the children and the teaching staff. The visiting officers do not realise or sympathise with the trouble of the librarians as they instruct them to keep the selves open for children and allow them to pick up books of their choice. The librarians have no attendants or assistants to help them with their job and also keep a watch on the students. All these have made it absolutely impossible to make theft-free arrangements. The only solution may be installation of some good number of CCTV cameras the library.  In some schools the librarians have become victims of administrative lapses also. Children managed and still manage to get TCs without obtaining ‘no dues’ certificate from the librarians. The complaints of the librarians fall on deaf ears and huge sums are recovered from them for the loss of books.

However, the plight of the books can be improved by undertaking certain guidelines of the government and other bodies.

1) There is a provision, in General Financial Rule 194, that” the loss of 5 books per 1,000 circulation or consultation is treated as genuine and the librarian should not be penalized “.

2) Implementation of the General Financial Rule 196 facilitates the librarians to weed out unusable books every year as per a specified procedure.

3) The request of the librarians for an attendant may be considered favourably and a post may be created without further loss of time. The CBSE  has alos specified the staff formula, for the Senior Secondary  Schools  in its “Organizing School Libraries”  Manual  which supports the provision of at least one attendant,

4) Additional Space (separate reading room) and standard furniture is required to meet the needs of the growing stock and services to the students.

5) Library services should be modernized to process and retrieve information to suit the needs of latest trends. There is an urgent need to provide latest computers with internet connection and related gadgets to provide efficient services to the students and for the digitization of the library, through E-Granthalaya software.
6) CCTV cameras may be installed to discourage mischievous children from clipping and stealing precious books.
7) There is no promotion channel for the librarians. Hence, the Commissioner may consider initiation of measures to promote the librarians as senior librarians as per their seniority.

8) There is no end to provide services to the students, so the librarians may be exempted from other services like supervisory study hours, house master ship and issue of text books, class teacher ship, etc. The librarians are ready to extend their services on Sundays /holidays to the students provided that alternate compensation time is given.

9) Every year recurring funds may be provided for the repair and maintenance of books to prolong the life span of books. 

10) Librarians may be deputed/permitted to attend seminars at national and International level for the up-gradation of their professional skills, ultimately for application in the institution.

11) The librarians may be given on duty period for handing over charges upon their transfer.

12) The principals may be instructed to review the library services frequently and to provide requirements from time to time for the quality of services.

13) The NVS may draft a” LIBRARY POLICY FOR JNVS’” based on the GFR and CBSE library manual.

The Association We request the Commissioner to attend to the genuine grievances of the librarians and initiate an early remedial action and, thus, relieve them from monetary losses.
