Resolutions of Shillong Regional Conference
The following resolutions were adopted unanimously by the General council of Regional conference of Shillong held on 28.9.2014 at Vivekananda Kendra, Guwahati.

1. The ten years bond period teachers should be transferred to their choice places immediately after completion of their tenure.

2. The pay scale of L.D.C., U.D.C. O.S. and catering Assistant should be enhanced.

3. Samiti should declare the J.N.Vs of the hill states of North East India as very hard station. Tenure should be two years and 4 points should be awarded in place of 2 points for active stay of one year.

4. Samiti should conduct Departmental Test for the post of V.P. with minimum 5 years experience as P.G.T. like K.V.S.

5. Samiti should post experienced A.C.S., Principals and teachers in N.E. India.

6. AINVSA should be recognized.

7. 25% Non-practicing allowance should be given to the teachers.

8. S.D.A. should be hiked to 25%. 

9. All infrastructural facilities should be provided to the students and teachers.

10. Transfer order should be released in a single order and vacancy positions should be displayed well in advance.

11. Special treatment given to the panel Inspection Team should be stopped.

12. H.Ms should not be victimized for the unfortunate incidents in the vidyalaya.

13. There should be two shifts in the mess and the mess workers duty hour should not be more than 8 hours.

14.  Scientific allocation of extra-work to teachers such as Examination, C.C.E., C.C.A., J.N.V.S.T. etc.

15. The conference of Shillong region passed a resolution to strengthen the AINVSA from unit level to Regional Level.

Minutes of Shillong Regional Conference of AINVSA

The First regional conference of Shillong region was convened on 28th September, 2014 at Vivekananda Kendra, M.G. Road, Guwhati. Around 50 teaching and non-teaching staff of 30 schools attended the meeting. The meeting was presided by Shri Jagdish Rai, President, AINVSA C.E.C. At the very outset, Md. Shafi Kamal, the AINVSA C.E.C. Deputy General Secretary introduced all the dignitaries of the C.E.C and thanked them for being here in Guwahati. 

Next, Mr. N. Bora, O.S. J.N.V. Sonitpur extended a warm and cordial welcome to Mr. Jagdish Rai, Mr. L.B. Reddy and the other members. Then, Md. Shafi Kamal, Deputy Gen. Secretary C.E.C., highlighted the major challenges being witnessed in the J.N.V.S of N.E. India like infrastructural problems, transportation, communication, transfer and the trouble caused by the officers, to the teachers during the time of inspection. Then, the AINVSA C.E.C President Mr. Jagdish Rai delivered a speech to all the fellow members who attended the meeting. He especially highlighted the irregularities made by the N.V.S. Head Quarter. He discussed the problems of transfer policy, fixation of working hours, payment of 10% R.A. to non-teaching staff etc.
Then, the teacher right activist of Assam Mr. Sultan Ahmed addressed the gathering and said that the meeting of the employees should be conducted from time to time in order to achieve the goals. He also said that N.E. India should not be considered as the dumping ground by the Ministry of H.R.D. Then, the O.S. of J.N.V. Kokrajhar Mr. J.C. Konwar appealed to the present staff members to strengthen the organizational structure of AINVSA in Shillong Region.

Finally, the AINVSA GeneralSecretary Mr. L.B. Reddy presented a report on the organizational issues. He said that without consistent struggle nothing can be achieved. So, in order to do this, we must strengthen AINVSA. He also read out the list of the agendas presented to the Ministry of H.R.D in the month of August 2014.
