Sub: Misleading information provided to MHRD &Parliament by Navodaya Vidyalaya Samiti. Regarding.
Respected Madam

Since its formation, AINVSA has been representing the issues of the staff as well as the vidyalayas and toiling hard to impress on the NVS management the need to attend to them to create a better working ambience in the vidyalayas.
But, unfortunately, since the beginning NVS has not given proper attention to the Association which represented on issues like pension, promotion, transfers, allowances, working hours, implementation CCE reforms, residential system etc. On many of these issues the oral sympathy of the staff has not materialized into action.
1. Talks with Addl. Secretary during February 2013: The agony and unrest of the staff led them to 10-day strike in February in 2013. Smt Vrinda Sarup, who was then the Additional Secretary, Dept. of School Education & Literacy, Govt. of India, negotiated the talks between the various representatives of the staff and the NVS Management. A number of issues were discussed but hardly any action has been to resolve the issues as promised.
2. Answer to a starred question NO. 237 on 26.08.2013 asked by the Hon’ble Member of Parliament Shri. Motilal Voraji regarding the action taken by the 23 demands put forward by the staff during the strike, MHRD replied that 15 demands out of 23 had been resolved. NVS had misled MHRD and the House by furnishing incorrect information as some of the demands have been summarily rejected, some have been assigned to the committees and some have been totally disregarded. 
3. Adoption of CCS (RSA) Rules 1993 on 19-02-2014: The Commissioner, NVS, New Delhi announced the adoption of CCS (RSA) Rules 1993 on 19-02-2014 and invited requests from the associations for recognition. The half-hearted efforts of NVS are evident from the fact that no time schedule has been given to the Regional Offices to complete the exercise in a time-bound manner. As a result, the exercise has not been concluded even after one year. To an RTI question in February 2015 from the Association, NVS has replied that it has not received any data related to the membership details of the associations which contradicts the information that AINVSA has collected from the ROs. Even MHRD was once again misled to give a similar reply 
to a question from Hon’ble Member of Parliament Shri P.Rajeev, M.P (RS) on 16-03-2015 in the House of Parliament to a question related to the implementation of CCS 
(RSA) Rules 1993.  The fact is all Regional offices of NVS submitted the membership details of the associations twice to the NVS Hqrs – the first data was sent by December 2014 and the second time recently in March 2015. Many Members of Parliament and Union Ministers have requested the NVS to negotiate with the staff associations to wind up the recognition exercise by taking the associations into confidence. But NVS has turned a deaf ear to their pleas.
In the light of the above submissions, we request the Hon’ble Minister to intervene and instruct NVS to conclude the recognition process at the earliest, attend the genuine grievance of the staff and create a healthy working ambience in the NVS system.
