Respected Sir
One of the objectives of NVS is to promote environmental consciousness among our children. By the time they complete the 7 years of study in our vidyalayas, they are supposed to be sensitive and proactive towards environmental issues. Such citizens can bring about a progressive changes in our country. But, unfortunately, we have not been successful in nurturing such children as the efforts to promote environmental-friendly practices on the campus have not been up to mark.

We have been encouraging our children to keep their classes, dormitories and the surrounding clean. On holidays they spend considerable amount of their time in the upkeep of the vidyalaya but these efforts are not adequate to sensitize children. 

1. Stopping burning of biodegradable waste: In almost all schools, the biodegradable waste is burnt which is one of the major contributors to the air pollution. It is time that NVS immediately ban such insensitive and harmful practices on the campus. The Association appeals to NVS to take advice from environmental activists and advise the schools not to resort to such traditional methods of waste disposal but initiate measures to convert the biodegradable waste into useful manure.  When we succeed in stopping burning the biodegradable waste on our campuses, we will be not only training our children in environmental-friendly practices but also doing a great service to the communities that live around us. The villages around our schools should also be taught to learn from our experiments. 

2. Stopping wastage of paper: In many schools children waste paper recklessly and at the end of each day dustbins get stuffed with paper. This must be stopped immediately. NVS set an example last year by stopping the printing of Prospective Academic Plan books and, thus, contributing in a small way green movement. Similarly, our students should also be taught lessons by strictly prohibiting wastage of paper. 
3. Constructing water-harvesting pits: Another area where our schools can be an example for other schools to follow is constructing of water-harvesting pits. 90% of the vidylayalays in the country are facing acute water shortage as summer approaches. Some face water shortage throughout the year. Some vidyalayas have abundant water during monsoons but face problems as summer season begins. Even in such schools it is not unusual to notice water being wasted when it is available in plenty. Environmentalists are warning us against water wastage and drawing our immediate attention to conservation of water and, especially, rain water. NVS must take rain water harvesting as its top priority and instruct all vidyalayas to construct water harvesting pits to allow rain and used water not to go waste. It may not be possible to trap every drop of water but every school must make sincere efforts to harvest water and improve ground water levels to the maximum extent possible.

4. Reducing the consumption of power:Many vidyalayas are spending huge amounts to pay electricity bills. State governments keep revising power tariff each year and the bills are rising steadily. So each vidyalaya must take stringent steps to curtail power consumption by 20-30% annually. Children should be educated and geared to meet this goal. The vidyalaya will be contributing a lot to the exchequer when they reduce power consumption sharply. The NVS management should monitor the progress of all the vidyalayas in this regard. 

JNVs will be teaching valuable lessons to our children when they sensitize children on all the above issues. The role of teachers in these activities is undoubtedly huge. But the Association appeals to the NVS management to take lead, guide and monitor the vidyalayas in these three vital areas without further wasting time. Our JNVs should be a role model to all other schools in the country.
