Respected Sir,

With reference to the letter and subject cited above we would like to draw your kind attention on the following few lines for consideration.

As per the deputation policy of NVS in the initial days of the formation of the Navodaya Vidyalaya Samiti, the staff were recruited on deputation in various posts during 1986 onwards and being absorbed permanently in NVS from May 1991 onwards in different spells.

The Navodaya Vidyalaya Samiti vide letter no. 1-22/99NVS(Admn.) dated 27.3.2002 has adopted the ACP Scheme for Non-Teaching staff those who have completed 12 years of regular service as on 30.9.2002. As regards the regular service the Govt. of India, circular vide the Order No. F.No.35034/1/97-Estt (D) (Vol. IV) dated 18th July’2001 of Ministry of Personal Public Grievances and Pensions (Department of Personal and Training) in the Annexure Sl.No-36(copy enclosed) which read as “there is no objection to the period spent initially on deputation in the ex cadre post prior to absorption being counted as regular service for the purpose of grant of financial up gradation under ACPs as it is in the same scale of pay and same post”. 

The same has been confirmed and passed the order in the Hon’ble High Court of Lucknow on CMWP No.1279/2014 for counting the initial period of deputation prior to absorption for the purpose of ACP/MACP.

The NVS Hqrts vide Letter No. F-11-14/2014-NVS (Estt.)/1036 dated 3.6.2016 issued an order to all Deputy Commissioners of NVS for similar action with reference to the order passed by the High Court of Luck now.

It is regretted to say that after completion of more than 7 months from the date of order no action has yet been taken by the Regional Office Bhopal. Already the staff have suffered a lot for more than 15 years to avail the genuine cause which was normally denied by NVS and after the court order also such type of delay causes great discontent among the staff and attracts Contempt of Court.   
Therefore, we request your kind intervention on the matter and please see that the proposal for review of ACP of Deputations is put up in the impending DPC to be held in the month of September 2016.
