Sub: Replacement of Indian Toilets with Western Commodes in staff quarters of JNVs.
Respected Sir

Through this letter the Association (AINVSA) would like to bring to the attention of the Hon’ble Commissioner the urgency of replacing the Indian toilets in the quarters of staff working in JNVs with the western toilets.

Obesity, diabetes, knee problems, etc. faced by the employees as well as their spouses and other elder and younger family members is making the traditional Indian toilet systems outdated and highly inconvenient to use. Besides, the use of Indian toilets has been a great inconvenience to many staff due to other health problems that usually afflict one as one ages.

In schools where the administration is indifferent and non-cooperative, the staff is compelled to meet the expenses of installing the western toilets from their pockets. It is a sad state of affairs. Installation of western toilets is not a luxury but an immediate necessity to many these days. Unlike in the olden days, western toilets are no more regarded as the privilege of a few special class of employees. It is pathetic to learn that requests to meet these expenses under ‘maintenance and repairs’ by the staff are turned down. Unfortunately, in many schools the maintenance problems of the staff quarters are given the least priority as it is assumed by the administration that the staff can meet the repairs from their salaries.

As per the estimations of the Association, replacing of Indian toilets will not drain the coffers of the NVS. A single toilet replacement costs some Rs. 6500 at the most (including labour charges and material). It costs some Rs. Rs.2, 60,000 to replace about 40 toilets at JNV level. The Association appeals to the Hon’ble Commissioner to undertake the purchase of commodes at headquarters level and arrange for their dispatch to the vidyalayas through the district level distributors of the tenderers to reduce the cost of the expenditure.

It requests the Hon’ble Commissioner to initiate action for the immediate replacement of outdated Indian toilet systems in the financial year itself on a war foot basis. The staff will be highly obliged to the NVS for a favourable action at the earliest.
