Her life and struggle deserves to be appreciated by a wider spectrum, and made known to non-Marathi people as well.”

There has been a persistent demand to observe January 3, the birthday of Savitribai Phule, as Women Teachers’ Day and Girl Child Education Day. AINVSA supports this and requests you to honour the demand of the progressive minds of the nation and declare January 03 as the Women Teachers and Girl Child’s Education Day and offer befitting tribute to the great sacrifices and contributions of Savitribai Phule.  

A girl child fights has to against many threats and prejudices to stand on her two feet even 65 years after of independence. The women teachers have been doing a lot to improve the predicament of their own sex and the community as well and it deserves recognition and the governmental support.
