Sub: Review of recruitment Rules. Regarding
Respected Sir

The Recruitment Rules need to be reviewed by the management once in 5 years with a view to effect such changes as necessary to bring them in conformity with the changed position, including additions or reductions in the strength of the lower and higher level posts.  consequent upon the implementation of the 6th CPC recommendations, DoPT vide OM dated 24.3.2009 has issued instructions to all the Ministries/Departments to initiate action to amend the existing Recruitment Rules in view of the revised pay structure/merger of pre-revised pay scales/up-gradation etc . Though the NVS follows the Central Govt. Rules mutadis mutandis, unfortunately the NVS has not followed these instructions so far. As a result of this the legitimate opportunities of staff have largely denied. 
Therefore, AINVSA would like to draw the attention of the management on the following changes while reviewing the Recruitment Rules.

1. Common Cadre: The NVS has divided all Non-Teaching post into two cadres namely NVS/RO cadre and the Vidyalaya cadre. The seniority list has been maintained accordingly. Though number of staff from vidyalaya are working in Hqrs/ROs are deprived of getting transfer to Hqrts/ROs due to cadre division. Similarly, the staff of NVS/RO, willing to get a transfer to Vidyalaya are also denied. This type of differences does not exist in KVS though both NVS and KVS are functioning under same HRD Ministry.

Therefore, we appeal for common cadre for all Non-Teaching posts from Vidyalaya level to Hqrs. separately for each post i.e. MTS, LDC, UDC, Assistant/OS (one cadre due to merging of Scales in VI CPC).
Post wise additions and deletions in RR  MTS:As per the recommendation of VI CPC the Gr. D post have been up graded to Grade ``C` in the Grade Pay of Rs.1800/- and designated as MTS . But in NVS till now the recruitment is being done for the post of Chowkidar/Sweeper- cum-Chowkidar/ Lab. Attendent/Mess Helpers as per the old RR. It has to be rectified as per VI CPC recommendation.

(D) Government of India Ministry of Personnel, public Grievances & pensions Department of Personnel Training New Delhi, the December, 1988 (copy enclosed).
