Sub:-Provision of adequate toilets in newly constructed JNVs regarding.

Through this letter the Association would like to bring to your attention the inconveniences faced by students in the absence of enough number of toilets in the newly constructed dormitories.

In schools that have been started in the last seven to eight years the dormitories have two floors. The toilets and bathrooms have been attached to the ground floor wings, leaving the space above them completely open but for the arrangement of one or two overhead synthetic tanks. The two wings of the dormitories that are supposed to utilize the 6 + 6 toilet rooms accommodate 48 + 48 students. Thus, each toilet room is meant for a minimum of 8 students. Unfortunately, in schools where the construction is going on at literally a snail’s pace and where one or two batches of students have already left the vidyalaya completing their + 2, the accommodation problem is more acute. In these schools two students are forced to share one cot in the dormitories. When dormitories are overcrowded, there will naturally be heavy rush to use the toilets in the mornings. The blockage of even one or two toilets, which has been a common occurrence due to various reasons (including the poor quality of construction), is aggravating the problems of the children. They are either forced to postpone their nature’s calls or attend classes late. The children face certain health problems due to these unfortunate state of affairs.

The Association requests the NVS to get a report of the status of the toilet facilities from the vidyalayas, the progress of the construction work and initiate an immediate action to lessen the sufferings of students. It also appeals to the management to immediately consider making changes in the structure of the present and future dormitories duly increasing the number of toilet rooms that should invariably be proportionate to the strength of wards.  

It is needless to say that attending to the basic problems of the students is more important than equipping schools with more computers and other similar paraphernalia.
