Sub: Transfer of Teachers working in hard stations and Staff with working spouses.Reg.
Respected Sir

With reference to your office letter dated 22nd December 2015, the Association would like to bring to your attention the grievances some sections of the staff which need your immediate attention and sympathetic consideration. 

1. Transfer of teachers completing 10-years mandatory period in hard stations: Several teachers were recruited under a special hard station recruitment drive by NVS and were given their postings in May 2006. The teachers recruited under a special drive to work in North East/Hard Stations were required to serve for a period of 10 years there.  The ongoing transfers drive does not seem to consider their cases as they have not completed their mandatory 10 years by 01.01.2016.   But the fact is these teachers will be completing their mandatory tenure by the time the NVS completes the present transfer drive i.e. 10-05-2015 as per the NVS letter dated 22-12-2015. If their cases are not considered and transfers affected before the present transfer drive, these teachers’ stay in North East and other hard station will be extended by one more year, which is very unfair and anybody who has worked in hardworking stations for at least 3 year would agree to it. 

Hence, the Association requests the Hon’ble Commissioner to give one time consideration to these teachers taking into the account the difficulties they have been suffering, though willingly, since their posting in May 2006. This will bring the teachers and their families a much needed solace. 
2. Unification of Spouses: AINVSA has proposed some amendments to the draft transfer policy 2012 following the feedback it had received from the staff.  Unfortunately, the NVS has not given any attention to them and is going ahead with it, even ignoring the amendments proposed by the committee headed by Shri Ramachandra, former D.C. 

One of the suggestions the Association has proposed is to treat the working spouse of the NVS employee equally whether they are working in the central government, state government, organizations or private sector.  A working employee is a working employee and they should be given equal status in transfer matters. Hence, requests of NVS employees to continue in the old stations may be considered positively if their spouses are regular employees in the same district. Similarly requests of NVS staff for transfer to a place where his/her spouse is working may also be given priority over others. The NVS employees have taken great pains to move to the place of their working spouses or get their spouses transferred to their present place of work. Now transfers out of their present stations will cause them a lot of inconvenience and compel them to stay away from their families which is against the spirit of unification of the families. Besides many NVS spouses are around 50 and they require the support of their families for the proper discharge of their duties. Another fact is the cases working spouses are few and it doesn’t radically affect the present transfer exercise. Hence, AINVSA requests the management to honour the requests of the NVS employees to continue to work in the same station or transfer them to a place where their spouse is presently working if there are vacancies. 

AINVSA requests you to look into the genuine difficulties being faced by these employees and give their pleas their due consideration.
