Respected Sir,

Through this letter AINVSA requests for your intervention and suitable directions to NVS in connection with the immediate completion of the exercise of the longstanding teaching and non-teaching staff’s annual request transfers prior to the posting of new recruits.

The Association has tried to bring to the attention of the management several issues the staff have been confronting. But NVS seems to have decided not to pay attention to the appeals of the Association and go ahead with its inconsistent, irrational, irregular, unilateral and unpopular decisions. The latest one is the posting of TGTs and PGTs recruited on direct basis. 

In March 2012 it framed a transfer policy which only encouraged stagnation of employees in one station instead of finding a solution to it. Till that year it conducted Transfer Counselling Sessions every year in May/June and processed the request transfers on the basis of the attended staff’s seniority and vacancies. After 2012 Transfer Policy, NVS stopped these transfer Counseling’s altogether. For reasons not known to anybody, it did not even implemented the transfer policy for another year. Finally it implemented it during the academic year 2013-14. Applications for request transfers were called for in March/April 2014 from the staff but they were considered belatedly after one year in April 2015. Quite a few employees, who earlier applied for transfer, now expressed their unwillingness to move out their present stations as the unusual delay has changed their priorities. 
Once again in March 2015 NVS asked the employees to apply for request transfers. Many have chosen the current vacancies or places favourable to them in the hope of their applications getting a positive nod from NVS before the vidyalayas open after summer break. But now they are shocked to find NVS posting a good number of TGTs and PGTs recruited on direct basis to all regions with instructions to the Deputy Commissioners to post them in the available vacancies without any delay.
The long services and other criterion of the staff does them no benefit now as the freshers (new recruits) are being allotted the vacancies which naturally should go to the longstanding employees. 

This is not the first time that the prayers of longstanding teachers for transfer to their choice places have fallen on deaf ears. It happened in the past also. Every time the freshers are gaining advantage in postings over their old counterparts. Though NVS has enough time and means to conduct the annual transfers regularly and in quick time to the satisfaction of the employees, it has never done it as promised.  The staff wonder how NVS could so unsympathetically ignore their long committed services the organization and give priority to new recruits who can be made to wait for just a few weeks more till the completion of a routine Request Transfer exercise.

AINVSA appeal to the Hon’ble Secretary to instruct NVS to immediately conduct the pending annual transfer of staff and delay the posting of the new recruits till it is completed. Your intervention will not only benefit the longstanding teachers it will also help regularise the exercise of annual transfer in NVS.
