Sub: Appeal to sympethise with teachers boycotting MOD duties – Reg.

Dear Sir

The teaching community working in the Navodaya Vidyalayas have already been burdened with enough duties that deprive them of their private time as well as time for preparing for their next day’s classroom activities. The new CCE system demands them to play a vital and challenging role in classroom transactions. As such the NVS has to do a lot to equip the teachers to cope up with the new role. But, unfortunately, instead of relieving the teachers of the unnecessary tensions, the Samiti is adamantly sticking to the roles it has defined for the teachers on the pretext of the smooth functioning of the vidyalyas.

The vidyalayas worked smoothly even in the days when the MOD system was not in existence. Neither their working has shown any marked improvement just because MOD system has come into vogue. The 17 hours duty thrust on the MOD does little to improve the academic ambience in the vidyalayas. Nor does the MOD look after movement of the students every minute to ensure their safety. When the Principals, Vice-Principals and teachers work together and when such an atmosphere is created, there is no need to force teachers to perform unnecessary supervisory duties for that long. 

In our memorandum dated 10-12-13 to the Hon’ble Commissioner we tried our best to impress on him the urgent need to free the teachers from the unnecessary burden and scrap the MOD system. It is sad that instead attending to our concerns, the NVS is sticking to its guns, and, thereby, signalling that it does not favour any change in the system. We still wonder how it can support its engaging teachers from morning till they go to bed!

We appeal to you to reconsider the stance and sympathetically understand the sincere concerns of the teachers who are the real pillars of the vidyalayas and desist from taking action against the teachers abstaining from MOD duties as the non-compliance with MOD system will no way affect the functioning of the vidylayas.
