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NAVODAYA STAFF TO STAGE DHARNA AT NVS HEAD QUARTERS, NOIDA ON 22.04.2015

All India Navodaya Vidyalaya Staff Association has been fighting for the rights of nearly 20,000 teaching and non-teaching staff working in Jawahar Navodaya Vidyalayas across the country. The vidyalayas work under the auspices of the Ministry of HRD and Navodaya Vidyalaya Samiti monitors the vidyalayas and looks after the service conditions and welfare of the staff.
Since the inception the teaching and non-teaching staff have been deprived of their democratic rights as their genuine grievances have never been attended by NVS and the MHRD. They shoulder more responsibilities and discharge duties for 14 to 16 hours a day. They work on Sundays and public holidays. The devoted services of the staff have elevated the status of NVS and it has been topping the result list in secondary and senior secondary CBSE examinations year after year. Despite such meritorious services the staff have won nothing but a step-motherly treatment.
The staff went on nation-wide strike from 06-02-2013 to 15-02-2013 and lost 10 days salary. The strike was called off after a positive assurance from the HRD Ministry to resolve all the problems in a time bound manner. But till date the assurance has not been fulfilled. 

Conceding to the popular demand of the staff for the recognition of the Association, the Commissioner, NVS, announced the adoption of CCS (RSA) Rules 1993 on 19-02-2014 but no time schedule has been given to conclude the exercise. Even after 13 months, the exercise remains inconclusive which speaks volumes of the apathy of NVS and its disrespect for democratic norms.
Nepotism rules when it comes to rewarding merit. The innocent are quite often made scapegoats for system faults. Suspensions and punishment transfers are done at will and pleasure. There is no transparency in many administrative matters.  Even the RTI act is given no respect as factual information is suppressed.  While the teaching and non-teaching staff are put to sword with regard to their duties, the higher ups completely enjoy the freedom to work at their will and pleasure and also immunity from criticism. Rules are made to suit the needs of the near and dear. In a nutshell, NVS works more like a corporate organization bending and interpreting and framing rules with no regard to democracy and the welfare of the staff. It is exploitative, undemocratic and dictatorial.
As a mark of protest against the cold attitude of NVS, AINVSA is organizing a Mass Dharna at the headquarters of Navodaya Vidyalaya Samiti,B-15,Institutional Area, Sector – 62, Noida (UP) on 22-02-2015 from 9 am to 3 pm. Over 1000 teaching and non-teaching staff across the country are participating in it. The following are the main demands of AINVSA:

1. Grant Recognition to AINVSA.
2. Submit fresh proposals for CCS Pension before HRM and make efforts for the approval of the draft cabinet note by the NDA government.

3. Grant 10% special allowance to the non-teaching staff on a par with teaching staff.

4. Grant MACPS benefits to the teaching staff on a par with the non-teaching staff.

5. Extend health benefits to NVS employees on a par with KVS staff.

6. Conduct transfer counseling for in-service staff to fill up the vacancies

7. Promote all categories of staff at regular intervals

8. Stop victimizing overburdened staff.
9. Define working hours.

10. Appoint wardens to look after the hostel students

11. Scrap Master on Duty system.
12. Weekly off to all category of staff.

13. Create PGT post in regional languages and physical education.
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
